Hermitage Park, located in Northeast Edmonton is stocked with  more
than 3,000 Rainbow Trout and the ‘Back 40 Pond’ (pond located in the
off-leash area)with more than 1,600 Rainbow Trout. There us a limit of
five Rainbow Trout per Person. Non-motorized boats are allowed.
These ponds are free for public use and all Sport Fishing Regulations
apply. An Alberta Sport Fishing License is required if you are 16 to 65
years of age. There is a cost for the license. Call 780-944-0313 or visit
a sporting store to receive your copy of the Alberta Guide to Sport
Fishing Regulations.

WHAT ARE THE DOG GONE RULES?

Are you uncertain what the rules are for walking dogs in the City
of Edmonton? The City of Edmonton has very specific rules for dogs
set out in the Animal Licensing Bylaw and the parkland Bylaw.

Rules for Dogs are in place for the safety of your community and the
safety of your pet.

It’s pretty simple….
• In the City of Edmonton you must license your dog.
• You must clean up your pets defecations
• You can walk dogs on parkland so long as your dog is:

− Leashed and on a trail;
− Leashed and on a boulevard;
− Leashed and in an area governed by signage permitting

dogs.

Unless at designated off-leash areas, dogs must be on a leash at all
times.

How do you know you are walking on parkland?
Parkland means any property, whether developed or not, owned,
controlled or maintained by the City of Edmonton. Any properties in
your neighborhood that is intended for use by members of the public
for recreation or general enjoyment – any green areas, groomed
parks, naturalized roadway buffers, boulevards, river and ravine lands
and community leagues – are parkland. When walking in these areas,
you must keep your dog on a leash and pick up after it.

REQUEST FOR COMMUNITY INPUT ON 
Annually identified needs for sports fields, playgrounds and hard
surface repairs (walkways / asphalt surfacing on parkland) are
requested to identify budget priorities and areas requiring attention.
You can assist this process by letting your CRC know of any issues or
needs in your community.

Graffiti Management Program

FOUR STEPS FOR YOU TO GET INVOLVED IN
GRAFFITI MANAGEMENT.

1. Record: Take a photo for evidence and note when the graffiti
occurred (be specific as possible and take more than one
picture if necessary). The Police will need this information
later.

2. Report: There are a couple of things that can be reported
either graffiti in process (a phone call to 911) or as a property
owner or citizen after the fact. Property owners are
encouraged to call the Police at 423-4567 and all reports can
be followed up through the Graffiti Management Program
(496-8200)

3. Remove: It’s important to remove graffiti in a responsible
time frame. As of April 1, 2008 property owners who fail to do
so can be fined $250.00. Removal sends a message that
graffiti will not be tolerated and you can even obtain free paint
(up to 4 can per visit) at City of Eco Stations.

4. Prevent: One way is to restrict access to walls, roofs and
other surfaces with fences, shrubs or rails. It is also
worthwhile to assess the exterior lighting which can prevent
graffiti and other acts of vandalism.

What is Happening to our Wading Pools?

The City of Edmonton has been working on an initiative to
transform all community wading pools to spray decks, known as a
wading pool retrofit. This is a mandatory retrofit that is the direct
result of changes to provincial legislation that standing water
without filtration was no longer acceptable. None of the
community wading pools have a filtration system and are
therefore, needing to be modified.

The City is supporting community leagues by providing a basic
wading pool retrofit packages to all groups who currently have
wading pools which includes 6-8 spray heads being installed.
Enhancement and upgrades to the basic package can be made
and the Community Leagues will be involved in making those
determinations and raising any additional funds that would be
required for those enhancements.

The City of Edmonton launches its third year of the Capital City
Clean Up Adopt-A-Block volunteer program city-wide.  Each
summer since 2006, hundreds of Edmontonians from across
our city have volunteered to brighten-up their community by
patrolling sidewalks, parks and schoolyards to collect litter.
The efforts of volunteer Block Captains have resulted in
keeping 2200 city blocks (that’s 218 neighbourhoods) looking
sharp and removing over 4,000 bags of litter from
neighbourhood streets.
